The Shield – Dean Escott updated the College Association on the situation with the Shield.  He has repeatedly contacted the Shield in December, February and March. While the Shield representative indicated they intended to charter and to budget and print this fiscal year, they took no steps in this direction. Dean Escott presented the following resolution to the College Association for review and action:  
Resolution:  The Shield

Whereas, the College Association has repeatedly expressed concern for excess student activity fee surplus funds and,

Whereas, it is unfair to the students to not spend the student activity fee collected and,

Whereas, on March 28, 2007 the College Association allowed The Shield (along with other groups) to carry over a surplus equal to one half of their projected allocation and,

Whereas, The Shield did not charter during the 2008/2009 year and,

Whereas, the College Association has created a “Student Activities” account from excess surplus funds and,

Whereas, the College Association would like to support additional student activities and programs on campus, therefore,

Be it resolved, effective immediately, the College Association authorizes the transfer of The Shield’s surplus, as of July 1, 2008 (approximately $23,753) to the Student Activities account and,

Be it further resolved, effective immediately, that The Shield may no longer carry over any surplus funds unless the College Association votes specifically to authorize it.

After, discussion of the resolution, a motion was made, seconded and unanimously passed to approve this resolution.

8. New Business:  The College Association meeting for April 15, 2009 was cancelled due to spring break.  It was decided that Dean Escott would act on behalf of the College Association regarding any issues that arise until the April 29, 2009 CA meeting. 
A motion to adjourn was made, seconded and unanimously approved.
