1. USG Clubs – budget – this budget was passed unanimously subject to the USG minutes being submitted to the College Association Office and with the understanding that the clubs may not spend money until the minutes have been submitted.

2. Pilates Club – budget – this budget was unanimously passed with the understanding that the next Dance Festival budgeted must present the “big picture” attached to each club budget so that the CA sees clearly how many clubs and the total amount involved in the Festival.
3. Social Dance Club – budget – this budget was passed unanimously subject to the submission to the CA Office of a written itemization of the number and amounts to be paid for the professional instructors and DJs etc.

4. Pre-Health Media Link – Line Transfer/Budget Modification – this item was passed unanimously subject to a written statement submitted to the CA Office of who will be responsible for the equipment and with the understanding that the equipment cannot be purchased until the club room is officially assigned to this club. 

5.
