2. WHCS – this line transfer was revised and resubmitted from the tabled item at the May 5, 2010 meeting. It was unanimously approved.

3. Undergraduate Anthropology – this budget modification was unanimously approved with the stipulation that the $25.50 for the professor’s ticket must be deducted from the total .

4. FLOAT – Income earned – this was unanimously approved with the stipulation that all proper paper work regarding fundraising for outside organizations be submitted to the College Association prior to any monies being submitted to the charity .
