8. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Tenia Wooten asked the College Association Board members to consider the question of Student Activity Fees being used to pay for alcoholic drinks when clubs sponsor dinners or events.  The current event in question is the GSA Anthropology Club graduation mixer. Tenia also wanted clarification if the student activity fees should pay for the total amount per person or if the students should pay a portion of the cost.
After lengthy discussion a motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved that no student activity fees may pay for alcoholic drinks and to place a $20.00 per person cap on individual members of a club sponsored event with the exception of celebrations, open to all students, and sponsored by the student governments.

It was decided that the GSA Anthropology Club graduation mixer fell into the exception category. 

2.  Tatyana Gleyzer introduced the topic of placing a cap on the dollar amount of gift cards given as prizes and/or presents. 

A motion was made, seconded and approved unanimously to place a $50.00 maximum on all gift cards.

3. Tatyana Gleyzer also reintroduced the topic of student activity fees being spent on review courses such as Kaplan.  Chairperson Eija Ayravainen asked that this topic be tabled until the next meeting so that the board members could consider the general policy of individual students receiving student activity fee monies to provide self help in review courses.
