I am pleased to announce the following presidential appointment, faculty awards and program grant for Hunter College.
Presidential Appointment:
· Jennifer J. Raab, President of Hunter College, was recently appointed by Mayor Bloomberg to a New York City Charter Revision Commission.  President Raab is one of thirteen members appointed to the panel, which is charged with reviewing the entire Charter, holding hearings in all five boroughs to solicit public input, and issuing a report outlining findings and recommendations to amend or revise the Charter.

Faculty Honors and Awards:
· Dr. Nadya Peterson, a Professor of Russian at Hunter College, has received a Fulbright to conduct research in Russia for the 2004-2005 academic year.  Dr. Peterson is one of approximately 800 professionals who will travel abroad to some 140 countries through the Fulbright Scholar Program.
· Dr. Margaret Chin, a Professor of Sociology at Hunter College, has been awarded a 2004 Career Enhancement Fellowship for Junior Faculty from the Woodrow Wilson National Fellowship Foundation.  The award, based on her outstanding scholarship and teaching qualifications, offers support for twelve months of research.  
· Dr. Candice Jenkins, a Professor of English at Hunter College, also received a 2004 Career Enhancement Fellowship for Junior Faculty funded by the Andrew W. Mellon Foundation.  She will spend her sabbatical year working on her book, “Vulnerable Subjects:  Narrating Black Intimacy.”
· Dr. Marnia Lazreg, a Professor of Sociology at Hunter College, has been awarded two fellowships - a 2004-2005 residential fellowship at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, New Jersey and a February-March 2005 residential fellowship at the Bellagio Center of the Rockefeller Foundation in Italy for work on her book, “Routinizing Terror: Torture, Identity and Memory in Algeria.”
· Dr. Monica Calabritto, a Professor in the Romance Languages Department at Hunter College, was awarded an I Tatti Fellowship in Renaissance Studies from the Harvard University Center for Italian Renaissance Studies.  One of fifteen fellows for the 2004-2005 academic year, Dr. Calabritto will spend the year in Florence, Venice, Bologna, and Ferrara conducting archival research.  
· Dr. Marta Petrusewicz, a Professor of History at Hunter College, who is in Europe on a research leave, has been awarded a residential fellowship by the Norwegian Research Council in support of her studies at the University of Oslo.

· Dr. Dava Waltzman, a Professor at the Hunter College School of Health Sciences, was awarded the Distinguished Achievement Award from the New York State Speech-Language-Hearing Association (NYSSLHA). The NYSSLHA represents over 10,000 speech-language pathologists and audiologists statewide in legislative and regulatory issues.
Significant Hunter Program Grant:
· Hunter’s SCORE Program (Support for Continuous Research Excellence) has obtained a four-year $9 million grant from the National Institutes of Health.  The purpose of the SCORE program is to increase the number of underrepresented minorities professionally engaged in biomedical research.  The main areas to be studied under the grant are molecular neuroscience, molecular mechanism of disease, nanotechnology, and cell regulation and proliferation. Professor Peter Lipke (Biological Sciences) was the coordinator and chief writer of the grant proposal.
