I am pleased to announce the following faculty and student honors and awards for Hunter College:









Faculty Honors and Awards:

· Jonathan Conning, an Assistant Professor in the Economics Department, has been awarded a Fulbright Fellowship for Fall 2007.  He will be based at the University of Chile's Centro de Economia Aplicada. Dr. Conning plans to study the design and impact of Chile's targeted social programs, particularly in the area of expanding financial market access to the poor.
· Professor Gary Mallon of the Hunter School of Social Work  has been awarded a grant of $700,000 by the New York State Office of Children and Families to establish The Adolescent Services Resource Network at the Hunter College School of Social Work.  The Network is dedicated to increasing the knowledge and skills of child welfare professionals working with youth ages 14-21 years in the New York City foster care system.

Professor Mallon also was awarded a $228,000 grant from the New York State 
Office of Children and Families to establish a Post Graduate Certificate Program 
in Adoption Therapy to certify social work and mental health practitioners who 
are employed by public child welfare agencies and licensed foster care agencies.   
This certificate program is one of the first of its type developed in the U.S. 
· Professor Shirley Cohen of the School of Education was a first-place winner of the “East Siders of the Year” OTTY (Our Town Thanks You) Award for her outstanding work at Hunter in the field of education.  This award, given by the newspaper Our Town, recognizes locals who contribute to the quality of the community. 
· Lynn Chancer, Professor of Sociology, was awarded the 2006 Distinguished Scholar Award of the American Society of Criminology Division of Women and Crime.  Dr. Chancer was recognized for her scholarly contributions which have pushed feminist criminology to the highest intellectual standards.
   

· Choice Magazine has selected In A New Land: A Comparative View of Immigration (New York University Press, 2005) by Distinguished Professor of Sociology Nancy Foner as an Outstanding Academic Title for 2007.
Student Honors and Awards:

· Mazin Babiker (Neuroscience), Luz Sanchez (Chemical Sciences), Leslie Ann Alexis (Microbiological Sciences), and Silvia Caballero (Cell & Developmental Biological Sciences) were honored with awards for research they presented at the Annual Biomedical Research Conference for Minority Students (ABRCMS) in Anaheim, California in November 2006.  Over 1,100 students were judged on presentations in nine sub-disciplines in the biomedical and behavioral sciences.  

· Kelle Jacob, a Hunter Media Studies student, was awarded the first Romona Moore Scholarship on February 15, 2007 at the New York Association of Black Journalists’ (NYABJ) 19th Annual Scholarship Banquet at Columbia University.  The Scholarship was named after a Hunter student who was murdered in 2003.
