I am pleased to announce the following faculty and student honors and awards for Hunter College:

President and Faculty Honors and Awards:

· Jennifer J. Raab, President of Hunter College, was named by Crain’s New York Business magazine to its list of the “100 Most Influential Women in NYC Business.”  

· Dr. Benjamin Hett, an Assistant Professor of History at Hunter College, has been awarded the prestigious Fraenkel Prize in Contemporary History for 2007 by the Wiener Library in London.  The award is in recognition of Dr. Hett’s forthcoming manuscript to be published by Oxford University Press, “Crossing Hitler: Hans Litten’s Legal Struggle Against Adolph Hitler and the Nazis.” 


· Dr. Barbara L. Hampton, a Professor of Music at Hunter College, was awarded a Lifetime Achievement Award by the Mid-Atlantic Chapter of the Society for Ethnomusicology.  Dr. Hampton is only the fourth recipient of this honor in the fifty two years since the establishment of the Society for Ethnomusicology.
· Anita C.-T. Chen, Jonathan Conning, Steven M. Gorelick, and Christopher R. Stone have all been named the 2007-2008 Fulbright Scholars. 

Dr. Jonathan Conning, Associate Professor of Economics, received the FUllbright to lecture and conduct research at the Centro de Economia Aplicada at the University of Chile, in Santiago, Chile.

Dr. Steven Gorelick is a Professor of Economics, whose scholarship was awarded to him to participate in the German Studies Seminar in Berlin studying “Germany in a Changing Europe: Transatlantic Ties, Transatlantic Challenges.”
 

Dr. Christopher Stone is an Associate Professor of Classical and Oriental Studies whose Fulbright Scholarship will take him to Egypt where he will conduct a project on “Ahmed Zaki and post-1967 Egyptian Popular Culture.”

Anita Cheng, Adjunct Lecturer in the Department of Film and Media Studies, received her Fullbright to teach Digital Media and Performance for the Communications Department at the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro. 
· Dr. John J. Chin, an Associate Professor of Urban Affairs and Planning at Hunter College, was awarded the “Regional Leadership Award” by the Center for the Study of Asian American Health at the NYU School of Medicine at it annual conference on September 28, 2007.   Dr. Chin received this award in recognition for his work done in Asian American health, both in providing services and in conducting social sciences research on health-related topics, including HIV prevention in Asian American communities.
Student Honors and Awards:

· Christine Curella, a senior majoring in Urban Studies and a member of the Macaulay Honors College, and Gregory Zucker, a senior Philosophy and History major have been selected as finalists for the 2007 Marshall Scholarship, one of the country’s most prestigious undergraduate awards.  Ms. Curella was also named a Truman Scholar last year.
· Susanna (Suki) Scott, a nutrition student in the Urban Public Health Program at Hunter College, has won a $2,000 Eileen C. Maddex Fellowship from Kappa Omicron Nu (KON), the national honor society for the human sciences, in June 2007.  

· Cheryl A. Williams and Lorna P. Power, nutrition students in the Urban Public Health Program at Hunter College have won two of the seven competitive scholarships offered by the New York State Dietetic Association, in June 2007.  The Association offers scholarships to students who plan or currently are enrolled in a CADE-accredited dietetic internships.  Both Cheryl and Lorna were each awarded $1,000.  Cheryl is now enrolled in the dietetic internship program at Emory Hospitals in Atlanta, GA, and Lorna is now enrolled in the dietetic internship program at Hunter College and is pursuing the MPH degree in the Urban Public Health Program in the School of Health Sciences.
