I am pleased to announce the following faculty and student honors and awards for Hunter College:

Faculty Honors and Awards:

· Dr. Nancy Siraisi, a Distinguished Professor Emerita of Hunter College, was named a MacArthur Foundation Fellow.  She was one of 25 recipients chosen for this award.  Dr. Siraisi, a medical historian who studies the impact of medical theory and practice on Renaissance society, cultural and religion, was singled out for her creativity and potential for making important future contributions to her field.  
· Dr. Joyce P. Griffin-Sobel, an Associate Professor of Nursing at the Hunter College School of Nursing, was selected as one of 24 Fellows of the Academy of Nursing Education.  Dr. Griffin-Sobel was recognized by the Academy for her innovative teaching strategies, nursing education research, faculty development and mentorship, particularly in technology in education and academic leadership.
· Dr. Louise DeSalvo, a Professor in the Department of English at Hunter College, was awarded the 2008 Premio Letterario Giuseppe Acerbi Award for her momoir Vertigo at Castel Goffredo in Italy.  Each year, the Giuseppe Acerbi Award is given to a foreign writer whose work helps promote “peoples’ mutual understanding.”  This year’s award honored works by Italian-American writers.   
· Dr. Candice Jenkins, an Associate Professor in the Department of English, at Hunter College will be awarded the William Sanders Scarborough Prize by the Modern Language Association, in December 2008.  Dr. Jenkins will be honored for her book, Private Lives, Public Relations: Regulating Black Intimacy!  
· Dr. L. Poundie Burstein, an Associate Professor in the Department of Music, at Hunter College was awarded the Society for Music Theory’s Outstanding Publication Award for his recent article “The Off-Tonic Return in Beethoven’s Op. 48 and Other Works” (Music Analysis, 2005) by the Society for Music Theory at its annual meeting held on November 8, 2008 in Nashville, Tennessee. 
Student Honors and Awards:

· Elyssa Davis, a Hunter College master degree student majoring in geography, has been awarded the 2008/2009 Society of Woman Geographers (SWG) Evelyn L. Pruitt National Minority Fellowship.  The award is in recognition of students who have demonstrated a high level of academic achievement, a strong interest in geography, and promise of future accomplishments in the discipline.  Davis is using her grant award to pursue thesis research on women’s participation in improved rural water supply in the Dominican Republic.
· Hunter College’s Model UN team recently won two awards at the third annual Columbia Model UN Crisis Simulation.  Competing against schools as Havard and University of Pennsylvania, Jared Greenfield received an Honorable Mention Award for his role in the committee, Allied Supreme War Council: San Reno Conference 1920 and Lauren Vriens received a Verbal Accommodation Award, acting as Rex T. Shelby in the committee, Enron’s Board of Directors in 2000.
