I am pleased to announce the following faculty and student awards and program grants for Hunter College.

Faculty Honors and Awards:
· Dr. Kathleen M. Nokes, a Professor at the Hunter College School of Nursing, has been awarded a Fulbright Scholar grant to lecture and conduct research at the University of KwaZulu-Natal in Durban, South Africa for the 2004-2005 academic year.  Dr. Nokes is one of approximately 800 professionals who will travel abroad to some 140 countries through  the Fulbright Scholar Program.

· Dr. Terry Mizrahi, a Professor at the Hunter College School of Social Work, has received a 2004 Career Achievement Award from the Association for Community Organization and Social Administration.  At Hunter, Dr. Mizrahi directs the Education Center for Community Organizing, a resource for organizers and activists in the New York area.  
Student Honors and Awards:
· Mr. Brendan Buschman-Kelly, a senior at Hunter College, has won a Fulbright Grant Teaching Assistantship for study in Germany.  A German major, he will be teaching English in German high schools and pursuing independent work learning how cultural media may be used in the classroom to facilitate language learning.

· Ms. Catherine Demavivas, a graduate student in art history at Hunter College, has received a Fulbright Grant to study the impact of the blending of tradition and modernization in the architecture of Thailand.
· Ms. Roberta Winters, a Hunter College junior majoring in English, a University Scholar and a member of the Thomas Hunter Honors Program, has been awarded a Beinecke Scholarship for graduate study in the arts, humanities and social sciences.  One of only eighteen 2004 Beinecke Scholars, she will receive $32,000 towards graduate study.  
· Ms. Alexis Jon-Keeton, a Hunter College student participating in the CUNY BA program with concentrations in media activism and social change, has been awarded a Morris K. Udall Scholarship, which recognizes students who are committed to the study of the environment and related fields.  Ms. Keeton is one of eighty students nationwide – and the only student from a New York public institution - to win this scholarship for 2004. 

· Ms. Julie Brown, a Hunter College senior majoring in music and economics, has been selected as a 2004 Humanity in Action (HIA) Fellow.  As one of thirty HIA Fellows from the United States, Ms. Brown will travel and study in Europe and participate in seminars with public figures from the international community. 
· Four Hunter College students - Brittany Gleixner, Ron Kagan, Katherine McCarthy and Sarah Osewalt - have been named winners of the 2004 Jeannette K. Watson Fellowship.  Hunter, one of eight New York City colleges invited to nominate five of its students, has more winners this year than any other participating college.  The fellowship provides internship placements with stipends for three consecutive summers.  Fellows also participate in seminars, cultural outings and individual mentoring.  
Significant Hunter Program Grant:
· Hunter’s RISE/MBRS (Program Research Initiative for Scientific Enhancement/Minority Biomedical Research Support) has obtained a four-year $3.9 million grant from the National Institutes of Health which will enable the program to aid 15 undergraduate and 12 graduate students majoring in biology, chemistry, physics or psychology.  The aim of the RISE/MBRS Program is to increase participation in the sciences among minorities underrepresented in these fields.
I am extremely proud of the awards and honors achieved by Hunter’s faculty and students.  I would appreciate your assistance in announcing these outstanding achievements of Hunter(s faculty and students at the next Board of Trustees meeting.  Thank you.
