ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR HUNTER STUDENTS

Undergraduate and Graduate students who wish to participate in the New York/Paris Exchange Program may go to study in Paris for one semester or a year. They must meet the following requirements and follow specific procedures:


All students must demonstrate an adequate level of proficiency in French. The minimum is the completion of French 202 at Hunter or an equivalent knowledge of French. Student who did not complete French 202 at Hunter must take a placement test. Placement tests are administered several times during the semester by the Romance Languages Department. For dates of the placement tests contact the Romance Languages Department at Hunter.

A GPA of 3.00 is required


Applicant must submit a letter of recommendation from a Professor of French.


French majors planning to study French literature in Paris are strongly encouraged to complete French 341 and French 342 before going to Paris.


Before the applicant is formally accepted he/she must be interviewed by the Program Academic Advisor at Hunter College (Prof. Julia Przybos, room 1328 HW, jprzybos@hunter.cuny.edu). The interview will assess both language proficiency and academic and emotional maturity of the applicant. 


Applicants must be able to guarantee that they can provide themselves with living expenses equivalent to $ 750 per month for the duration of their stay (on top of the cost of air fare to and from Paris). They must justify this financial status by documentation from their bank or their parents, or both, as the case may be. 

Native speakers of English who plan to stay for an entire academic year may apply for a teaching assistantship at a French school paid by the French Ministry of Education. It pays 750 Euros after taxes in exchange of 12 hours of conversations with students. For details please go the micefa.org website.
