     DEPARTMENT OF ROMANCE LANGUAGES
MINOR IN FRENCH (15 CREDITS)
a) Minor in French Language & Culture.                           
The prerequisite for this minor consists of either Fren 202 or 203 or equivalent proficiency.

3 Language courses to be chosen from: Fren 211, Fren 220, Fren 31.1, and Fren 312.

2 Culture &Civilization courses to be chosen from: Fren 335, Fren 336, and Fren 337.

This course of study provides the opportunity to deepen the knowledge of French language

beyond the basic language, sequence and to introduce students to French Culture trans-

historically, in ways that could usefully complement a major in another field in the humanities,

where a broad knowledge of French history or culture could be useful (for instance in the Arts).

b) Minor in French Literature       
The prerequisite for this minor consists of French 211 or equivalent proficiency;--

Requirements: Students must first complete French 341 and French 342 (6 credits), and then

choose.3 courses from the.following selection: Fren 343, Fren 344, Fren 346, Fren 348, Fren

349, Fren 350, Fren 351, Fren 360, Fren 361, Fren 362, Fren 363, Fren 364, Fren 365.

This course of study provides the opportunity to deepen the knowledge of French language

beyond the basic .language sequence through the analysis of French Literature. Among

undergraduates potentially interested in this track are our native-speakers, or students with a

fiancophone background, whose majors are in another, non-related, discipline.  
c) Minor in World Literature in French
The prerequisite for this minor consists of Fren 211 or equivalent proficiency.

Requirements: Students must.first complete Fren 342 (3 credits) and then take Fren 353, Fren

350 or 351, Fren 3.60 (when offered as a Special Topic in World Literature in French), and Fren

365 (when offered as a Special Topic in 20th/21th Century World Literature in French)

This course of study provides the opportunity to deepen the knowledge of French language

beyond the basiclanguage sequence through the analysis of World Literature in French. With the

growth of "global studies," a good knowledge of francophone culture helps prepare our students

access to an expanded world of cultural, commercial, political exchanges (28 countries have 

French as an official language.) 

d) Minor in French Culture & Literature in Translation    
The courses in this minor are to be chosen from a selection of 200-level courses, taught in 

English, such as Fren 241, Fren 242, Fren 251, French 252, Fren 253, Fren-254, Fren 255, Fren

256, Fren 257, Fren 258, Fren 259, Fren 260, Fren 261, Fren 262.

This course of study provides the opportunity to students with no knowledge of the French 

language-to be introduced to French Culture & Literature. This minor offers an interesting.

complement or context to studies in other fields (such as history, philosophy, political theory or

women's studies) that have benefited, historically, from French influences.
