The International Conference is organized for the purpose of rendering a scientific and technological insight into the new methods for the protection and maintenance of inland water bodies in order to safeguard both human life and environment.

The need to break out of narrow boundaries has been widely acknowledged. However, in practice, interdisciplinary studies and exchange of information on land and water protection suffer from neglect. Hence the conference's main goal is to promote a modern and broadly gauged approach in order to tackle these problems in a multidisciplinary framework.

The Conference will focus on the following topics:

-Fluid mechanics aspects of eco-hydraulics techniques;

-Eco-hydraulics in soil erosion and sediment transport; 

-Remote sensing applications in eco-hydraulics;

-Instream flow requirements, Minimum Acceptable Flow;

-Flood plain management;

-Biological aspects of eco-hydraulics;

-Architecture and planning of fluvial/coastal landscape;

-Economical and juridic aspects of the environmental hydraulics;

For this event prominent experts from each of the afore-mentioned fields will gather for describing the present situation and identifying future scenarious and long term decisions for the sustainable use of environmental resources.

VENUE AND LOCATION

SELECTION OF ABSTRACTS

The abstracts will be reviewed by specialists, delegated by the scientific committee, depending on the specific topic. 

PAPERS

Selected abstracts will be invited for the final papers. The final paper must not exceed total twelve A4-pages and must be prepared strictly according to the Publisher instructions. 

The final paper must respect the deadline of April 15 2000. 

Later papers will not be published in the proceedings. 

The Scientific Committee will be able to exclude any final paper that has not respected the given format or that will reveal technical or scientific contents not in conformity with the topics of the conference or papers with a clear commercial purpose. 

The Editor will be able to exclude any paper that has not respected the publisher's instructions.

PROCEEDINGS

The final papers will be published by A.A. Balkema Publisher and will be distributed at the Conference registration. The proceedings will consist of a CD-ROM containing the complete papers, figures and photographs plus a book of abstracts (one page for each abstract).

HOW TO TRAVEL TO CAPRI

All participants are expected to make their own travel arrangements. 

From Naples airport “Capodichino” bus transportation is available to the city center; last stop is in Piazza Municipio, a square close to Molo Beverello Port (3 minutes walking). Bus departures are every 30 minutes from 6.00 a.m. till midnight. The service is run by C.L.P. Company (Tel. 0039 081 5311646) and takes about 45 minutes.

From Naples train station “Napoli Centrale” taxis are available and take 20 minutes to reach Molo Beverello Port. Cost is about Euro 8. Public transportations (orange buses ANM) are available too. They take about 30 minutes. Bus tickets can be purchased at the bus station.

From Naples train station “Mergellina” it is possible to reach the touristic Mergellina Port in 5 minutes walking (it is located 300 m from Mergellina Station). Mergellina train station is also linked to the Centrale Station by Underground (about 10 minutes, departures every 15 minutes).

· Pompei and Herculaneum - A visit to the Roman ruins of Pompeii and Herculaneum is something which we, who live in the twentieth century, owe ourselves, not merely in a cultural or tourist context. Two great open air theatres, magnificent villas, wonderful frescoes, mosaics and marble statuary bronzes. The perfect conservation state of the site was due to Vesuvius eruption of 79 BC. Many finds, like bronzes, papyri, silver and marble statues, are exposed in the Pompeii museums.
