UNDERGRADUATE

COMHE 400.08 / WOMST 400.08  Women, Health & Society
This course will examine contemporary issues in women’s health from the perspectives of public health and sociology.  Students will learn how social position affects health directly or indirectly by focusing on issues such as gender, family, education, sex, drug use, and incarceration and their relationship to women’s health.

GRADUATE

EOHS 725  Occupational and Environmental Health Law 
Intermediate course. Recommended prerequisite: EOHS 702 Intro. to OSH. Covers what a health professional at the practitioner level needs to know to apply and explain occupational health laws, health standards, and enforcement.  Starting with OSHA and key OSHA health standards, RCRA, CERCLA laws and regulations, workers compensation, product liability and ADA will also be addressed.  The course rely on case studies, court decisions and compliance directives, drawing on the instructor’s personal experiences with setting and enforcing OSHA standards. 
EOHS 770.25 Biohazards and Emergency Response 

The course demonstrates the complexity of Biohazards, and the need to make the appropriate response in the event of an exposure. The exposures range from the routine laboratory exposure up to the intentional release of a biological agent in a terrorist act. The approach used in the course is to use the best information and practices available from several disciplines (microbiology, biological safety and industrial hygiene) and combine all aspects into a practical, cohesive system that serves in identifying, controlling, and mitigating biohazards.

PH 770.11 Gender and Health

Professor Mary Clare Lennon (Sociology and Urban Health, TSOC 83300  CUNY Graduate Center)
This seminar will cover diverse topics related to gender and health, such as sexuality, care-giving, mental health, and reproductive health.  Each topic will be covered in 3-4 weeks, with extensive readings, an outside speaker, and an analytic paper due from students. The course is geared towards doctoral students in social sciences or Hunter. Course meets at CUNY Graduate Center, Fifth Avenue between 34th and 35th Streets.
