Immigration and Aging

This course will use a multidisciplinary approach to examine the life course of older immigrants from a public health and social policy perspective. Faculty (from Health Sciences, and Social Work), as well as professionals from the community will use a combination of lecture, case presentation, and field experiences to explore the challenges and opportunities of older immigrants.

ETHICS IN PUBLIC HEALTH:  This seminar course will consider questions about the practice of health promotion, disease control, and health research -- questions about morality, not effectiveness.  We will consider different moral frameworks that might guide decision making in public health, ask what makes for a “good” decision, and consider what sorts of assistance public-health professionals need in order to make “good” decisions.  The course is not intended to teach you to act ethically.  On the contrary, it will teach you that there is rarely a single “good” way to act.  Instead, you will be challenged to identify ethical problems and propose solutions, making real-world decisions within a climate of moral ambiguity.  Pre-req PH 710

Construction Safety Management:  This course will cover the essentials of managing a safety program at typical urban construction sites. By the end of the course students will:

1. Understand and be able to recognize the important safety and health issues at constructions sites such as fall protection, steel erection, crane safety, excavation, work zone safety violations, and health hazards such as silica, lead and noise exposures.

2. Understand the general construction management process (design, implementation, subcontractors, permitting, employees, insurance and bonding.)

3. Be able to design a construction safety management program (include: incident causation, recordkeeping, worker comp insurance, injury statistics, training and pre-job/pre-task planning.)

Upon successful completion of the course, student will be able to receive the “30 hour OSHA Construction Certification” (i.e. OSHA 510 course entitled Occupational Safety and Health Standards for the Construction Industry.) This certificate will be issued by the UMDNJ Center for Education and Training and requires a processing fee.
