The course is open to all students who want to participate in the V-DAY 2010 CAMPAIGN and be part of the V-DAY 2010 HUNTER COLLEGE V-DAY TEAM. The V-DAY campaign is an international movement to stop violence against women. To this end, each year students organize benefit productions of Eve Ensler's The Vagina Monologyes and/or Eve Ensler's A Memory. A Monologue. a Rant. and a Prayer to raise funds for a local organization of their choice that works to end gender violence. This year the production of either one of Eve Ensler's plays is scheduled for late February 2010. 

The course is open to students who plan to audition for the play, or just want to be part of the V-DAY team in some other capacity, and earn credit while doing activism. The workload for this course is spread over a period of seven weeks, starting with the beginning of the Winter 2010 session and culminating in February 2010 with the production of the play. Students will meet in January 2010 to read, rehearse, and discuss the play, and analyze issues pertaining to gender violence. Students will also learn about the basics of publicity, and organize publicity for the productions (the making and distribution of fliers, posters, press releases, etc). During this period, students will also organize the V -DA Y Fair which entails learning about public relations, and outreach. In February 2010, students are required to table, do outreach on campus and be involved in the final preparations of the production. Formal auditions for The Vagina Monologues (and/or A Memory) will be held INDEPENDENTLY of this course in early to mid-December 2009. 
Course Requirements: 

4 short analytical response papers based on the topic of gender violence.

1 final paper based on an analysis of the production

Active participation in the entire production.
