2. Young Socialists – budget – this budget was unanimously approved with the stipulation that the club would submit a written justification as to why the refreshment cost exceed the 25% maximum.

3. National Student Nurses Association – budget – old business – A motion was made and seconded requiring the 3 nursing clubs contact all members asking if they are aware that the club officers are representing them at the conference. A motion to call the question was unanimously approved.

6. Roosevelt Institute – budget - this budget was unanimously approved with the understanding that there will be only a 75% reimbursement for events which have taken place before the budget approval.

7. Chabad Of Hunter – budget- this budget was unanimously approved with the stipulation that the club would submit a written justification as to why the refreshment cost exceed the 25% maximum.

8. Haitian Students Association – budget – tabled – no representative to answer question regarding this budget.
9. Island Rhythms – budget – this budget was unanimously approved with the stipulation that the club will submit a written breakdown and justification of the $65 for flyers, $335 for Christmas dinner, $400 for drinks and $650 for the Spring party.

10. Economics Society – budget – old business - $650 – the budget was unanimously approved with the reduction of $100 from space rentals since the budget was $100 over limit.
