Funding for College Association from Summer Allocation: Dean Escott explained the need for additional funding to keep the College Association Office staffed and open during the summer months. He suggested taking 5% off the top of the student activity fees collected during the summer sessions. Discussion followed. A motion was made seconded and unanimously passed to approve taking 5% off the top of student activity fees collected during the summer (effective summer 2010) and giving the monies to the College Association for summer operating costs.
A motion to adjourn was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

1. Women’s Rights Coalition– budget modification  – this budget modification was passed unanimously with the following stipulations: The $500.00 expenditure from the club must be reimbursed to the club before any monies can be sent to the organization that the event will be raising funds for. A deposit slip must be included with the voucher requesting the funds.
2. BSR – budget – this budget was unanimously approved with the stipulation that GSA must submit an additional budget indicating that they have approved a $400.00 budget for this group.

3. Muslim Student Association – budget – this budget was passed unanimously with the following understanding: Due to a miscommunication, the College Association will reimburse 100% of funds spent prior to the club budget being approved. A warning has been given that this wavier will not be extended to future budgets. The club can approach the College Association with a request to exceed the $300.00 advance due to the nature and specific time frame of the event.
4. Biology Club – budget – This budget was passed 10 –Yes – 0 No and 1 Abstention  (Benjamin Mejia).
5. International Socialist Organization – budget – this budget was passed unanimously with the following stipulations: the group must supply information regarding the March speaker to Nicole Hector-Hutchinson, Director of the College Association Office. The club will be reimbursed 75% of the $800.00 spent on the Washington trip which took place prior to the club budget being approved.
6. Gay Men’s Alliance – budget modification – no $ amount involved – approved 10 Yes – 

0 No, 1 Abstention (Tatyana Gleyzer).
