7. NEW BUSINESS:

Dean Escott announced that the GSA referendum “Green Initiative”  which would allocate funds from Shield to TGIF, was overwhelmingly approved.

The CERC Committee had approved it and now the College Association was to vote on its implementation. The vote: unanimously approved. 

The issue of fundraising was presented by Tatyana Gleyzer. Her concern was that a student group had turned funds over to the March of Dimes directly and there was no reconciliation form submitted. Tenia Wooten has spoken with the group involved and there were no student activities fees used in the fundraising, the College is not out any money and the March of Dimes will provide the College with documentation showing that they actually received the monies.

Tenia Wooten suggested that Student Activities would devise a form asking if the event is a fundraiser will an outside organization be the beneficiary.

There was also discussion of the possibility of using the ONE CARD for bake sales, which would held in the reconciliation of income earned.

1. Alpha Phi Omega – Line Transfer/Budget Modification  & Income Earned - Lupis Foundation & Aids Council fundraisers– the proper paperwork must be submitted prior to the funds being turned over to the groups.
2. WHCS – Line Transfer – tabled – no representative present to answer questions regarding this line transfer.
3. Blue & White Society – Line – Transfer – several motions concerning the amount of allowable  for the dinner were made and withdrawn.

A motion to place a $20 per person maximum for dinner was made and seconded. 
Vote: 10 yes – 0 abstentions – 1 no (Gregg Morris)
A motion to place a $15 per person maximum for the movie was made, seconded and passed unanimously. It was also stipulated that the people attending the event must be selected on a first come first served basis.

4. Chinese Christian Fellowship – Line Transfer – this line transfer was unanimously approved pending written notification of who will be responsible for the guitar. 

5. Roosevelt Institute Campus Network – Budget Modification – there will be only a 75% reimbursement for all events which took place prior to the submission of this budget modification.
