RESOLUTION TO PROTECT AND SUPPORT DACA STUDENTS AT HUNTER  59

WHEREAS On September 5, 2017 the Trump administration officially rescinded Deferred 61 

Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA): temporary protections for childhood arrival 62 

immigrants, with a six month delay for current recipients, and 63

WHEREAS, according to the American Association of University Professors, 576,000 of 65 

the approximately 800,000 individuals with DACA status are enrolled in college, and 66

WHEREAS there are hundreds of DACA students enrolled at Hunter College and thousands 68 

across the CUNY system, and  69 

 70 

WHEREAS the repeal of DACA threatens to significantly disrupt the education of these 71 

students at Hunter and across the country, and  72 

 73 

WHEREAS the repeal of DACA will adversely impact our college and university 74 

community, and institutions of higher education across the country, while also disrupting 75 

families, neighborhoods, communities, and workplaces across New York and across the 76 

United States, 77

Therefore, be it resolved that the Hunter College Senate denounces the Trump 79 

administration’s decision to repeal DACA, and 80

Be it further resolved that the Hunter College Senate reiterates its commitment to protecting 82 

and supporting students regardless of their immigration status as first stated in its 83 

"Resolution to make CUNY a Sanctuary University and Hunter College a Sanctuary 84 

Campus" approved on February 8, 2017, and 85

Be it finally resolved that the Hunter College Senate request that the Hunter College 87 

Administration develop a detailed plan (to be presented to the Senate) to adhere to the above 88 

referenced Senate Resolution (especially items 3, 4 and 7) and specifically to protect DACA 89 

students in light of new threats.  90
