Old Business:

Report by the Charter Review Committee: Third Reading

Professor John Wallach, Chair of the Committee, presented the report dated 20 May 2015 for the
Third Reading and adoption of the proposed Amendments to the “Charter for a Governance of
Hunter College.” (Items in bold and underlined are amendments for the Second Reading; items in
strikethrough and underline were part of the First Reading proposals.)

Professor Wallach said the following:

“l just want to review briefly to remind you that while the Committee on Charter Review has
presented to you many amendments through April and May only a few survived to make it to the
Third Reading. Today there are only two pages that you will have to look at and vote on.

Before you are amendments that came to you from both committee deliberations and amendments
to them from this body during the readings. | just want to let you all know that you are not allowed
to make amendments to these proposals; you can only review and vote on them.”

The Third Reading- Proposed Amendments to the Charter for a Governance of Hunter College in
in Appendix IV. Results will be emailed to the Senate as soon as the ballots are counted.

Report by the Library Regarding CUNY Institutional Repository

Chief Librarian Daniel Cherubin gave the following report:

“I am glad to be here today to give you all a preview of the CUNY Institutional Repository. After
some discussion CUNY owns and oversees the day to day operation of this, but in order to make it
work all the CUNY schools have their own page where they upload information to be made
available to the CUNY community.

CUNY Academic Works provides a full range of scholarship including faculty research, education
materials, and student works such as dissertations and theses. Included works are deposited by the

local college in collaboration with the Office of Library Services.”

Mr. Cherubin gave a live demonstration on how to access the repository and how to navigate it.

Report by the Committee on Honors
Professor Rick Belsky, Chair of the Committee gave the following report:

“The Senate Select Committee on Honors was convened about a year ago in Spring 2014. It was
given a two-year charge to look over all the various honors programs in the college, and to come
back to the senate with a report apprising the senate of our assessment of the situation and perhaps
containing recommendations of one sort or another. Despite the two-year charge our committee
originally hoped to come before this body today with a final report and then disband, but because
of the complexity of the issue, and also because there is so much flux at the moment in regard to
honors, we now think it best to deliver only a progress report at this point. It seems likely that big
decisions about honors at Hunter will be made in the relatively near future, and by not dishanding
now our committee will be able to stay engaged with the issue next year as well. There has, for
example, been much talk about establishing an Honors College at Hunter, but what that exactly
will mean seems far from determined. We think it will be good for the Senate to be a part of that
conversation and with the work we have done under our belt, our committee is in an excellent
position to both engage in and report back on that conversation.

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New Business:

One thing that is clear is that Honors is thriving at Hunter in many different forms. There are a
variety of honors options available to our students, including Honors in the major, McCauley
Honors, the Thomas Hunter Honors Program as well as the eight Scholar Cohort programs. One
issue the committee faced having been charged to report on honors was how to define honors.
The Scholar Cohort programs might be considered to be more recruitment programs, for example.
We decided, however, both because many of the Cohort programs formally or informally refer to
themselves as honors programs, and most especially because they all have special curricular
requirements, that they do fall within our definition of honors programs that we should properly
consider.

Over the course of the year our committee has met regularly and gathered much information. We
have familiarized ourselves with honors programs across the country and collected detailed
information about the various honors programs and options at Hunter. Among other things, we
have gathered demographic and other information about the various programs, including
graduation information for all honors-designated students over the last ten years. We also
conducted a survey of department and program chairs regarding the state of their honors programs.
It is notable that requirements for what constitutes honors in the major vary considerably from
major to major. Many of the responding chairs expressed interest in knowing more about how
other departments and programs structure their honors requirements. Looking forward to our final
report it seems likely that in addition to whatever other recommendations we may have, our
committee will recommend making information about all honors options more readily available to
students and to everyone within our community. We also hope to at least make steps toward
defining, not a rigid set of standards for what constitutes honors work, but a “vision” of what
honors means at Hunter that can provide guidance and some continuity across the different honors
options.”

Report by the Nominating Committee

Chair Acampora said the following:

“Coming around is a report by the Nominating Committee that will take the place for the verbal
report. 1 would like to ask for a motion to have this item of new business moved up as it is
important to the functioning of the Senate for the coming year. We will then return to old
business.”

Professor Christa Acampora called for a motion to extend the time of the meeting by ten
minutes in order for the remaining committees to present their reports. The motion seconded
and passed without dissent.

Report by the Master Plan Committee
Professor Laxmi Ramasubramanian presented the report on behalf of the Master Plan
Committee. Below is what she said:

“I am here to present a status report for the Master Plan Committee. As you are probably
aware, the charge of the committee is quite broad so in the past few months we have decided to
focus on the 68th Street campus. There are many reasons to focus on 68th Street. First, the
68th Street campus is a hub. It can be said that the 68th Street Campus has suffered from some
benign neglect, although individual projects such as the library renovation can be viewed as a
success story. The College’s growth and expansion have also resulted in some space becoming
available on the 68th Street campus and there are many competing demands for this available
space.

The committee proposes that we will work to develop broad planning and design frameworks
that will help guide the reorganization of the 68th Street Campus. The plan is for the medium
term future ranging from three to ten years. In order to have the resources needed we have
worked with the nominating committee to revitalize the Committee on Facilities and Services.
We have agreed that we will meet and report together for the next few months. The
composition of the committee includes faculty, students, and administrators. We also will bring
in individuals with specialized expertise as we move along in the process.

We want to connect with all groups across college using different methods of community
engagement. We will use traditional data collection techniques such as surveys, focus groups,
and interviews but we will also include some hands-on activities. Today, we put up a blank
wall asking students what they would like to see on campus and students left many post-it
notes on the board with ideas. In the Fall we will connect with more groups and we would like
to gather examples of best practices and ideas for improvement. Above all else we want to find
out what kinds of teaching, learning, and working spaces we want for the future.

In closing | want you ensure you that the committee is looking at the future for everyone and
will try and sync its goals with the college’s strategic plan. In the fall we will have more data to
report to you.”
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Report by the Ad-Hoc Committee to Give Guidance on A&S By-Laws
Professor Tom DeGloma, Chair of the Committee gave the following report:

“The committee has already released its draft report. | am here to answer questions. The
committee was formed to give guidance to the School of Arts and Sciences on drafting its
By-laws, which the Senate would approve. The Senate did not want to micromanage the
process and the committee was here to provide guidance to get the ball rolling. Once the
bylaws drafting committee is formed they will take the process from there.

Section 4 Part B is where all the changes have been made which is being reported back to you
now. This is the only section where changes have been made and | will answer questions on
this. Point one was changed to allow faculty members to self-nominate to be on the bylaws
drafting committee. A list of nominations will be shared with the A&S nominating committee
that will select the membership that is recommended from the Nominating Committee. This is
a shared process between the two.

The clarifications provided were on the process that will be done to allow proper representation
and organization for the committee that will draft bylaws for the School of Arts and Sciences.”

Report by the Committee on Evaluation of Teaching
Eamom Pickard gave the following report:

“There are two resolutions that have been passed out that we would like to have approved.
Going into next year we have developed an agenda. There was both good and bad news this
semester, since we moved to the online surveys it has been seen that there has been a decrease
in the response rate. Overall there is great turnout but the few departments that have a low
response rate drop the average down to 35%. Without this it would have been around 55%.
We are presenting two different resolutions. The first is changing the content in the surveys
because students are confused on some questions and do not fill it out. This will allow schools
and departments to select certain questions to be asked that are pertinent to them. We are
hoping to let each College select five questions to be used on the survey. We have worked
with the college to promote the evaluations on the monitors all around the school and worked
with the USG to get email blasts sent out to all students.”

Resolved:

In order to increase the response rate among the Hunter College student body to participate
and complete the evaluation of teaching, the Senate supports the use of multiple mechanisms
currently in place at Hunter College for reminding all students to complete the teaching
evaluation instrument. These include, but are not limited to, One Stop on Hunter College’s
home page, e-blasts to students, LED signs throughout Hunter, encouraging Professors to
announce it on their respective Blackboard sites, as well as any other mechanisms deemed
appropriate by the Senate.

It is further resolved that, the Committee recommends the development of an Evaluation of
Teaching App for easy access to the teaching evaluation instrument on mobile devices, to
increase the likelihood that all students will complete teaching evaluations in a timely manner
at the end of each course.

Due to the late hour, it was moved that the meeting be adjourned. The motion carried and the
meeting adjourned at 5:35 PM.

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Candidates for Chair of the Senate Remarks

Sandra Clarkson Candidacy Statement:
“l have been a member of the Senate for 39 of my 41 years at Hunter College. It is very important to me.

I am running for Chair of the Senate. Next year, with a new Provost, will be a year of many significant transitions. I am well-
prepared to enter the position with a deep understanding of what the position of Chair demands. | know the Senate's partners
in Registrar, Advising, ICIT, Admissions, and those in the higher administration.

I know the committee chairs and understand the main business before the committees next year. This year, | have been the
chair of Graduate Course of Study, which has been an increasingly demanding position. | thoroughly understand the
curricular procedures, including those beyond Hunter. | currently sit on two CUNY committees.

Knowledge of these areas among the current Senate leadership has led to our tremendous success in accomplishing what we
want and need to do. | am entering this race now because | am prepared to handle the challenge of the transitions, | care about
the Senate and deeply love Hunter College and want to see us all thrive through this.

At this moment | am uniquely qualified to get the job done. At the same time, | want to make it clear that I recognize that the
future of the Senate depends on cultivating good leaders among the younger faculty and the students. One of my goals for
next year will be to focus squarely on that issue through involvement with the Administrative Committee and engagement in
key leadership opportunities on committees. | will be building a base for the Senate to have even more and better choices in
the future.

I ask for your vote and hope you will support me in this endeavor.”

John Wallach Candidacy Statement:

“Good afternoon. 1’d like to say a few words on behalf of my candidacy for Chair of the Hunter College Senate. First, | have
produced a broadsheet listing my governance experience at Hunter College since 1991, relevant educational background,
teaching & areas of research, and recognition by external funders of my intellectual projects. If you don’t have a copy, | urge
you to pick one up.

| stand here today because | am eager to take on the responsibilities of Chair of the Senate. But | did not expect to be here
three months ago. Then, | awaited with hope and anticipation that my application for a sabbatical next year would be funded.
Fortunately, it has been. In the meantime, however, | was invited by members of the Administrative Committee of the
Hunter College Senate on March 4, and encouraged by the Senate Chair shortly thereafter, to become a candidate for the
Chair of the Hunter College Senate

On March 10, | informed Chair Acampora who informed the Administrative Committee that | would be willing to stand for
Chair.

Why am I willing? You might ask. Believe me, | have asked myself that question and others have expressed concern on my
behalf if | am elected. In fact, however, | have harbored an interest to become Chair of the Senate for years. But | was
waiting to finish a book project I’ve been at work on for a decade, for which | now have a sabbatical. But this opportunity
arose. The Senate seemed to need me, and | could postpone my sabbatical for one year. In a year’s time, a suitable candidate
for the Senate would have emerged, and | could then take my sabbatical — if Dean Polsky agrees! You should know that |
was the only tenured faculty member who had declared willingness to run for Chair of the Senate until yesterday — even as
the Administrative Committee has looked for six months.
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As for what you might expect from me if | am elected Chair, | have two brief comments. First, | have no practical agenda,
other than shepherding the amendments presented to the Senate by the Committee on Charter Review that have not yet been
taken up by the Senate. | would like to be able to work in the tradition of Chair Acampora, and | look forward to working
collegially with President Raab, the Acting Provost, and Dean Polsky. Second, insofar as | am inspired to be the Senate
Chair, | have only distinctive purpose. It is not practical per se but atmospheric. Yet, lest we forget, the atmosphere we
breathe enables us to live. | have become aware, though I have not directly experienced it myself — that Hunter is permeated
by a climate of fear and suspicion among and between faculty, administrators, and staff. No one person is responsible for
this state of affairs. | would like to use my time as Chair to dissolve that climate, which is so harmful to the sensible conduct,
well-being, and productivity of everyone. A more eloquent way of putting this point was made by President Franklin Delano
Roosevelt, in his First Inaugural Address. Obviously, Hunter is an academic and educational community more than a
political community. Nonetheless, the words he spoke may pertain to our situation. “The only thing we have to fear, is fear
itself.”

I stand here before you today as a long-time Hunter professor whom many of you know, whom you can trust, feel safe and
secure about, and who will do his best, in his capacity as Chair of the Senate, to deal honestly and directly with all the
constituent elements of Hunter College so that its climate of fear will dissolve, freeing all of us to do our utmost to achieve
the enormous potential of this great institution. | believe that we, as human beings, have opportunities to do good in the
world. I hope and believe that | will be able to do my part in this venture as Chair of the Hunter College Senate.”
