New International Student Orientation

Basic Requirements
for F-1 Students and J-1 Exchange Visitors

R  Your passport must be valid for 6 months into the future.

R  Visa stamp from U.S. Embassy.  

R  Get authorization to transfer to another school, work in the United 
States, or travel outside the United States. 

R  Keep copies of all above documents, and I-94, and I-20 or DS2019.

R  Undergraduate students must register for 12+ credits each semester.
Graduate students must register for at least 9+ credits each semester.

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Travel Bans and Re-entry

�  Travel Bans
Travel Ban 3.0: Travel from the following countries is 
banned: Chad, North Korea, Libya, Venezuela, Yemen, Syria. 
In Iran, all visas (except student visas) are banned. 
In Somalia, expect additional scrutiny for visa applicants.

Travel Ban 4.0: Ordered in January 2020, these bans will not 
impact F-1 students, J-1 exchange visitors, or H-1B workers. But 
there are visa and entry restrictions on travelers from Myanmar 
(Burma), Eritrea, Kyrgyzstan, Nigeria, Sudan, Tanzania

�  Re-entry  
You may experience delays when you re-enter the United States. Do not be alarmed.
